Register frequently used functions to the Fn (function) button 

for fast access while shooting.

The camera focuses on the subject's eyes while the button is 

held.Eye AF can be assigned to a desired button. (Center button as a 

default)

(Custom Operation1) – Custom 

Key (Shoot.)

•  Up to 12 frequently used 

functions can be registered to 

the Fn (Function) button.

•  Select a desired button, then 

assign the [Eye AF] function to 

that button.

Custom settings
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Transfer images to an FTP server after connecting the camera to 

a network via LAN cable or wireless LAN.

The electronic shutter * can be used in situations that require 

silence (no shutter sound).

*  Shutter speeds slower than 1 / 8 sec. cannot be selected for continuous shooting. Focus 
will not track the subject at apertures smaller than F11 (F-numbers higher than F11) during 
continuous shooting.

[Shutter Type] – [Electronic Shut.]

•  MENU button - [  ] 9 / 9 – 

[Audio signals] – [Off] or [On: 

other than e-shut]

•  LAN connection
MENU button - [  ] 2 / 3

•  Wi-Fi connection
MENU button - [  ] 2 / 3 

(Network2) 

•  Select server
MENU button - [  ] 1 / 3 

(Network1)
